Some districts have been notified if they were identified for new issues or
continued in significant disproportionality. The focus is on performance in the LRE.
Those of you that have UDL, Co-teaching, inclusion initiative on your plans. Looking
for disproportionality.
If you are at the top of the pyramid, you will get direct support. Targeted will have
assistance provided. In universal you will have resources made available to you.
Looks like a significant number of our districts will be in targeted and intensive
monitoring, as well as Director's support. What is the CMI process overall? Stress
root-cause analysis.
